VINEYARD SOURCES 

The 2024 vintage began with a relatively dry winter that created an earlier bud break than 

2023.  A warmer April and cooler May provided excellent bloom and fruit set conditions 

for our white varieties but Pinot Noir fell behind and veraison occurred later than normal. 

A warm August followed by smaller heat waves in early September provided perfect 

picking conditions for rose and chardonnay followed by a similar smaller heat wave in 

early October that gave our late ripening red varieties an ideal last push to ripeness.

VINTAGE NOTES 

After harvest, grapes for this wine were briefly cold soaked before whole cluster pressing. 

Fermentation took place in 80% French acacia barriques of which 20% were new and 

20% in used French oak barriques.  After 20% malolactic fermentation, the wine was 

aged for six months in 8o% French acacia barriques, of which 20% were new and 20% 

in used French oak barriques.

Nose Forward aromas of lemon preserves, kiwi and tangerine augmented by 

notes of honeysuckle, watercress and oats.

Palate Medium bodied, fresh flavors of lemon-lime, pear and green apple, 

accented by lychée, fresh peas and bright acidity.

Grapes for this wine were hand-picked from our Moretti Canyon block of  Edna Ranch, 

located southeast of the winery in the foothills of the Santa Lucia Mountains combined 

with grapes from Oliver’s Vineyard in Arroyo Grande.  The cooler growing conditions 

and diverse soil types of Edna Valley are ideal for high quality Sauvignon Blanc.
